Guidance and background
This time it seems that the song really does require all 3 parts, unless you’re just singing the top part alone. The middle part is not that interesting but seems to make it all gel. Watch out for the variation in the top part in the second half NOT being replicated in the other 2 parts. Keep the whole thing steady, slower than the recording if you like, rather than tumble along. 
This song emerged from a conversation with participant on Alison Burns’ Songbirds course – the term ‘spring chicken’ came up, and having ‘a little bit of everybody in everybody’. I scribbled them down for some reason and set them together to the tune of the first part of the song. I then spent a year or so trying and failing to find a second element for the song. Then Anne Lamott finished a talk I saw online with words from Ram Dass ‘When all is said and done, we’re all just walking each other home’. Did the job.
