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Guidance and background
The harmony has those 2 moments, one where it comes up just a tad on the second ‘leaves’, and where it’s very close to the melody on the ‘ev’ of ‘everywhere’. Take time to get the hang of those. Descending lines easily go out of tune, so keep climbing! The recording repeats the first verse and the last line – that’s one option. You’ll also hear a change in the pacing of ‘heart-shaped leaves’ in that last repeated verse – that seems to happen when the song’s sung, so see if you prefer it that way. 
This song didn’t happen in a garden or allotment, where bindweed can be THE enemy, but at Barracks Lane Nature Reserve, scene of Singing in Nature and much else. Seeing it there tangling with a willow, I actually noticed the shape of the leaves just for themselves and the song arose from there. Call it an exercise in reframing, seeing another aspect of something – or someone? – that you normally struggle with.
