A bit of guidance: The recording and score take the chorus into a round after the verse, then bring the round together to repeat ‘Live in harmony together’. Then notes in 2 of the parts change to lead up to a triumphant chord at the end. That’s by way of a ‘serving suggestion’. You can of course just let the round continue unchanged and conclude one part after the other, or come up with your own possibilities, repeat the verse, have a play.
